Method of Use

introduction period of using for 10 milking’s per week for 4 weeks the in use % maybe reduced to 2% 

This allows for a maximum of 500 cow passes per 200 litre footbath. Please note the products is used 

in conjunction with existing hoof care protocol. 

Process of Use 

Healthy Hooves Plus™ HH 102 should be used as follows for the best results: 

Footbath twice daily, five days per week, for the first three weeks. 

Followed by twice daily, three days per week, for ongoing use.
